before. He always wanted the best for his children.

Dad was a child and lived his life in a Christian manner. He always had
something positive to say and was a faithful member of this great church. He
was a person that did a lot for his family and friends. You could always depend
on him. We know that he lived by the biblical verse “I can do all things through
Christ who strengthens me”. While growing up, our dad was there to support
and guide us. He taught us to do things the right way and always stressed the
importance of education.

He was preceded in death by the love of his life, of 55 years, Louise Paige
Crump. The union of Alfred and Louise produced 4 children. One of them died
in infancy (Hollis). Survivors are Alfred S. Crump, Jr. (Annie Gail) of Charles
City, VA; Rhonda Crump Williams (Kenneth) of Chesterfield, VA; and Kimberly
Crump of Richmond, Va. Six grandchildren: Andrea and Allyson Crump,
Azeron and Tiara Johnson, and Kenneth Williams, Jr. and one devoted
grandson (Ross), in which he helped raise since birth and was a role model
throughout his life. He is survived by one brother, Cecil Crump (Thelma); two
sisters, Doris Parker and Bernice Whiting (Frank); two sisters-in-law, Lillian
Crump and Hazel Kelly (Calvin) and a host of nieces, nephews, cousins and
friends.
