His love for the Lord, for Pastor
Prentice and the People of Zion has been unwavering. Brother Walter Barham
thought Alvin would be a good candidate for employment at Zion and was
instrumental in bringing him on board in 1994. Little did they know then, nor
could they have imagined, that this relationship would span almost three
decades. Alvin was dedicated, hardworking, dependable, humble, and faithful.
