Her children remember her as a driven mother who encouraged them to
pursue their goals. 

 

Carrie was accomplished at many things in life and often baked and cooked.
She was a witty and generous individual who loved bowling and card nights



and who was passionate about shopping. Carrie Bell was an entrepreneur
who continued to work until she was 80 years old. 

After becoming ill with dementia she moved in with her granddaughter

Carrie Bell is survived by five of her seven children (Shirley Thompthin and
Craig Randolph preceded her in death), eleven grandchildren, and a host of
great-grandchildren as well as other family and friends.
