He was returned to Allah on Wednesday, August 20, 2003.His early life was
spent in Summerton, South Carolina, where he received his education from
the Clarendon County Public Schools. While in Summerton, Miami and
Baltimore, he was known as a great baseball player of the Negro Baseball
League. He was a magnificent pitcher for the “Black Cap,” the “Elite Giant,”
and the “Gray.” He always attributed his success as a baseball player to
Satcho Paige and Jackie Robinson.He met and married Elmira Roberts in
1938. This union lasted fifty-six years and embraced the Islamic faith in 1960
under leadership of the Honorable Elijah Muhammad. He took his Shahada
(Declaration of Islamic Faith) under Imam W.D. Mohammed in 1976. He was a
member of the Islamic Cultural Center and the Islamic Pioneers of
Baltimore.He was a dedicated and hard worker for the Muslim movement
under Elijah Muhammad. His community loved him; he touched so many
people’s hearts. He was known as a clean, sharp dresser who had dignity and
respect. Many people remembered him as dedicated distributor of the
Muhammad Speaks Newspaper at Druid Hill and North Avenue in Baltimore,
Maryland.Daddy was a Godly man who always taught his children to put God
first. He taught us all things are possible with God. He was a strong man who
very seldom lost his composure. He was a quiet man, but brave with lots of
