With her marriage to Rev. Haskins, she went with
him as he took pastoral roles at Little Macedonia Baptist Church and
Hallelujah Baptist Church. She was a first lady, choir member and usher and
Sunday school teacher at all of these churches. Following their time at
Hallelujah Baptist Church, she and Rev. Haskins worshipped at Old Landmark
Baptist Church. Following Rev. Haskins death, she worshipped at North Star



Baptist Church with until her health failed her.

Her biggest joy was being with family. She maintained a deep love for all of
her siblings and she her sisters in Baltimore were affectionately dubbed “the
golden girls”. She happily became a homemaker to care for her children,
nieces, nephews, grandchildren and great grandchildren going so far as
legally adopting her great-granddaughter Whitney Cherry.

Haskins as well as two of her children, Ralph Cherry and Olivia Cherry.
