Frankie loved cooking, hacking, singing, playing spades, playing lotteries,
hand dancing, washing his vehicles, going to the casino, watching football,
going to football games and overall entertaining any and everyone that
crossed his path. Everyone that encountered him loved him because he was
S0 inspiring, nurturing and positive. His laughter and singing is what will be
missed the most at every event.

Crockett; one foster son, Edward Blake; one brother, Jerome Crockett; three
sisters, Brenda Brown, Jessie Mae Simmons, Doreatha Reid; and several
other family members and friends that are gone, but not forgotten!
