Upon her “retirement,” she earned a nursing certification and
opened her Glen Allen, VA home to disabled veterans whom she cared for
until she moved in with her daughter and son-in-law, Jackie and Sam Harris.

Georgia is survived by three (3) children, Brenda Van Ness Boone (Azariah),
Jacquelin Harris (Samuel), and George P. Braxton (Kelly); seven (7)
grandchildren, LaTanya Edwards (Marvin), Ronald Nash, Jr., Jerry Shelton, Jr.
(Shawanda), Tiffany Winston (James), Daniel White, Jr., Miles Q. Braxton,
and Harris B. Braxton; and fourteen (14) great-grandchildren. She is preceded
in death by her former husband George P. Braxton, Sr., and her nine (9)
siblings.
