Ms. Hattie opened her home to any and every one in need of a hot meal,
warm hug, or good party! She was the life of every party she attended, so of



course she was known for throwing her own memorable parties, spur-of-the-
moment gatherings and many, many celebratory events. A party at Ms.
Hattie’s was one where the music never stopped and the food never ran out. If
there was a challenge to take on, the fearless Ms. Hattie would take it on, no
problem.
