It was there, after
her illness, that she began to thrive, socializing, creating art and shopping,
which were her favorite past times. She loved attending Circle Center and
they loved her. Circle Center truly brought out the best in her, in her last year. 

Irma was an avid reader, crossword puzzle enthusiast, along with challenging
her husband to a good game of Scrabble. Irma enjoyed traveling, either by
cruise or by air. She never hesitated to miss out on a trip. Her travels included
almost all of the Caribbean Island, Spain and Brazil. If she wasn't traveling,
she was shopping. She loved to spend money! She was also a bit of a "social
butterfly". 

 

Her personality could best be describing as unfiltered, candid and straight to
the point. She was one to truly speak her mind. Though she had a tough
exterior, she had a heart of gold. There is not anything she wouldn't do for
you, especially her family.
