I had the pleasure of teaching Marasia in a tight-knit reading group
with three other girls this school year. When I'd arrive to her
classroom, she and a peer would often have their heads down,
pretending to be asleep.

Although I
knew they weren't asleep, I'd always play along. 
 
Too, upon my arrival, Marasia would sometimes innocently ask:
