She also enjoyed spending time and
reminiscing about old times with family and friends during holiday gatherings
and special occasions. You knew Martha was having a good time when you
heard her high pitch laughter.

Mather gave unselfishly, spending her free time visiting the sick at nursing
homes, hospitals, and financially supporting organizations such as the Helping
Up Missions.
