Hamlett household. While Maryland was at work, Sadie kept charge over their
ever expanding family. They were a great team together and living example of
faith to their children. Maryland and Sadie remained married for 64 years.

During his time at Westinghouse, Maryland loved playing on the
Westinghouse bowling and baseball teams. When he wasn't working at one of
his two or three jobs, Maryland also enjoyed spending time with his family,
cooking on the grill, always ready to share a bit of wit and wisdom along with a
plate of delicious food. He especially loved listening to Orioles baseball on the
radio and watching the Orioles and the Ravens on television. After retirement,
Maryland spent time going on fishing and hunting trips with his brothers and
working in his vegetable garden. More recently Maryland looked forward to
Saturday trips to the market with his son Wendall.

Maryland was a faithful member of the Pennsylvania Avenue A.M.E. Zion
Church, serving as an Usher and former President of the of the Male Ushers.
He was a true man of God, a servant leader who never hesitated to help
anyone in need. During the course of Maryland's life, he touched and
profoundly impacted many people. His legacy will continue to live on in the
lives of his family, his friends and those he met along the way.
