Long before binge-watching Netflix was popular, Roger was known for
watching his westerns. For hours on end during the weekends, he loved to sit
in his comfy chair uninterrupted and enjoy watching his favorite TV Land
programs. If you caught him during one of those moments his answer to any
guestion was even shorter.

One of Roger’s favorite hobbies and past times was collecting antiques,
knives, canes, hats, and coats. His appreciation for coats grew into the
dozens.

Roger had a gentle and kind spirit which extended to his love for animals. He
had a deep affection for stray cats. He took them in as if they were his own.
Always providing food and giving them the love and attention they deserved.

He will be remembered for his kindness, generosity, independence, and
positive outlook on life. Those he leaves to treasure his memory aspire to
mirror the qualities he exhibited throughout his life.
