Shannon was born to James and Nannetta Jackson at the Naval Hospital in
Portsmouth, Virginia on August 23rd, 1972. She spent her early years growing
up with her sisters Angie and Rosalind in Arlington, Virginia before moving to
Dale City, Virginia where she attended Kerry Dale Elementary, and then on to
Woodbridge Middle School. Shannon attended Garfield Senior High for two
years before moving to Charlottesville and attended Charlottesville High
School. Shannon graduated with an advanced diploma from CHS in 1990 and
received National Honor Society recognition. Shannon loved to dance, so the
Step Team was a natural fit for her at CHS. Shannon’s education continued at
Piedmont Virginia Community College, where she majored in Biology and held
the office of President of the Black Student Alliance. Shannon worked
diligently to stay on the Dean’s List as she balanced the demands of work and
school. After two years, Shannon transferred to Virginia Commonwealth
University where she continued her studies and married the love of her life
and senior prom date, Sean White. Sean and Shannon’s marriage in 1992
was divinely ordained and continued for the next 26 years.
