This would especially hold true to those she was trying to help by
honestly telling them what she thought about a particular situation or



If you wanted to known the truth without the sugar-coating,
Verndine was the one to ask.

Verndine was a true fighter. A testimony of her unwillingness to never stop
fighting in a battle can be likened to her long fight with illness over the past six
years. When the doctors kept counting her out, Verndine would battle back
time after overcoming challenging and debilitating illness. Seeing that his child
was growing weary in this battle called life, God called her home in the early
morning hours of Saturday, October 23, 2010 at Seasons Hospice at
Northwest Hospital in Baltimore, MD.

While confined to her bed over the past few years, Verndine only wished she
could walk again and be mobile. Now, she is free to fly with the other angels,
and is once again reunited with her late sister Evon Saunders, brother, Harold
Stradling, and grandson Garner Delk, who Vernadine saw in a dream just
days before she transitioned peaceful from her earthly body into her heavenly
body.
