Veronica Nadyne Fields, affectionately known as Ronnie, transitioned from
temporal to eternal life on January 3, 2013, in Richmond, Virginia at home with
her loving family at her side.

Ronnie was a loving a devoted wife, mother, grandmother, godmother, sister,
aunt and friend. She always had an endearing love for children. Those who
knew her understood the meek and gently look in her eyes and the no
nonsense expressions on her face.
