and Audrey Mills, one son, William David Buie, Jr. William was loved by his
faithful wife, children and grandchildren. 

 

In addition to his wife and four children, he leaves to cherish his memory: one
son-in-law, Leroy Mills Jr; one daughter-in-law, Sherese Buie; nine
grandchildren, Candace, Raymond, Briana, Christian, Sherica, Ashley,
Branden, Treasure and Brysen; one great-granddaughter, Laila; one sister,
Iona Richburg; two brothers, Odell Buie and Leodis Buie; and a host of
nieces, nephews, cousins and friends.
